Lucrezia was notorious in
Renaissance Ferrara as much for her beauty
as for the political intrigue and suspicious
deaths that surrounded her and her family.
Here Sutherland deftly captures the
complexity of a powerful, vengeful woman,
who is at the same time a loving mother -
in the final scenes she chillingly shows

her unsuspecting victims the coffins in
which they will be buried, but cannot bear
the heartbreaking revelations that follow.
Richard Bonynge conducts a cast including
Alfredo Kraus as Gennaro, supported by
the Orchestra of the Royal Opera House
and Royal Opera Chorus, in John Copley’s
production for The Royal Opera.
